	What classroom activities did you implement to help students gain proficiency in the CITW strategy ?

Students completed a unit entitled “Great Graphs in Ten Days” from Loose in the lab- B.K. Hixson.  As students worked together to complete the labs, they recorded their results using the “old fashion” pencil and paper method of graphing.  Students then took these hand-made graphs to the computer lab and converted them into Excel graphs.

I also developed a web quest using teacherweb.com as my base site.  Students visited six different websites while completing the web quest.  These sites provided students with visual interactive activities that their textbooks could not offer.

	What activities did you implement to help students gain proficiency in the NETS*S ?

In the “Great Graphs in Ten Days” unit, students had to communicate and collaborate during science labs and then transfer their information to digital format using Excel.  


	How did your students do?  What was successful and not so successful?

Students thought that using Excel to make graphs was a lot easier and looked a lot more professional than the “old fashion” method.  Giving students a simple direction sheet to get them started on Excel helped this project to be very successful.

Students enjoyed completing the web quest. They stated that it helped them to visualize the content and that they would love to do more web quest learning.


	If you did the activities next year, what would you change?
I would have them do the labs, complete the “old fashion” way of graphing, and then immediately show them how to use Excel to do the same thing.  I am hoping by next year with our portable laptop computers we will be able to do just that.
I would keep the web quest the same except for the fact that by next year I am hoping I can put it on my own district web page and not have to use teaherweb.com.


	Thinking Ahead to Semester II Project-Based Unit

	Briefly describe your ideas for a project-based unit incorporating your selected CITW strategy and NETS*S skills.

Students will become “Teachers” they will be given assigned content to teach.  They will work in groups to design their lessons using a multimedia tool to help them “Teach.”  I will encourage them to use Power Point and I will use the  PowerPoint in the Classroom website to teach them how to effectively use this tool.  I will not limit them to only using PowerPoint; I will also encourage them to use other technology tools that they may already be familiar with such as Flip Video and Movie Maker.
